PAYMENT: All fees are non-refundable once approved. The Vendor agrees to have all fees paid 
by one month prior (June 19th, 2012) to the festival.  Make cheques payable to BC Renaissance 
Festival.  Any Vendor applications received after June 19, 2012 cannot be guaranteed a listing in the 
Program Book or website and must be in the form of cash, certified cheque, or paypal payment.

ATTENDANCE: The Vendor agrees that they (or someone who has been authorized by the 
Vendor) shall be present at Vendor’s booth, at all times while the festival is open to the public. 
The Vendor agrees to remain open until 8pm each night.  Since the Festival is open until 9pm, 
Vendors have the option of remaining open until 9pm.  Please be aware that Pub Sing ends at 9pm, 
and we are not to be held responsible for lost sales.  Exceptions require prior permission in writing 
by the Vendors Coordinator.  Initial:_______ 

 SETUP and TEARDOWN:  All vendors must be set up and ready to open by 8:30am Friday July 
20.  Vendors taking advantage of the optional half-day must be set up and ready by 10am Thursday 
July 19.  Any vendors who wish to set up on July 19, must have their booths in place by 10am, and 
may set up their product during public hours, provided they have privacy curtains to close their 
booths to the public.  On this day you are either completely set up and operating, or setting up inside 
your booth and closed for business.  NO VEHICLES ARE PERMITTED within the village while 
the public is present.  Vehicles must be moved to parking at least one half hour before gates open to 
the public.  Vendors can have access to the site as of 9am Wednesday July 18.  Vendors cannot take 
down their booths until after 9pm Sunday July 22.  Access to the site will be possible during the day 
on Monday July 23, and all booths must be off-site by 9pm that day.  Initial:_______ 

 
JURY CYCLE: All Vendor applications are juried to determine which Vendors will be the best 
addition to our festival. Selection continues until such time as all spaces are filled.  Vendors will be 
notified of acceptance once decided. Once approved, no additional “types” of items may be sold.  
Any unapproved items on site must be put away, or they can result in Vendor being removed from 
the festival with no refund. Returning vendors need only have approved those products new to them 
this year. No promotional materials may be displayed, that are not directly related to your product, 
unless approved by the Vendors Co-ordinator.

NEW!*GREEN ROOM:  I understand that my Vendor Pass(es) does not grant me access to the 
performers’ “backstage area” or Green Room.  Said space is private and for the use of cast and 
performers only.  My booth space is allotted to me for breaks and shade. Initial:_______ 
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SAFETY & LIABILITY: Vendors will not allow demonstration or use of any items 
considered to be weapons outside the confines of their booth.  This includes whips and any blades.  
Vendor assumes all responsibility for liabilities incurred in their designated space.  All purchased 
items considered to be weapons must be wrapped or peacebonded before leaving the Vendor’s 
space. This is in accordance with our security guidelines (listed in the Programme Book and 
website).  The Vendor acknowledges all responsibilities for all goods and services, and declaims the 
Festival from all liability costs, expenses and damages arising from the Vendor’s operation.  The 
Vendor therefore assumes all risk of damage to the Vendor’s property, agents, and employees, no 
matter how arising.  Shopkeepers who wish their spaces to be enclosed must get the proper permits 
and inspections from the Township of Langley as they are considered a structure. Proof of inspection 
MUST come to the Vendors Coordinator or producer BEFORE you may open for business.  At least 
one wall (front) must be left off/open in order to be considered acceptable as a ‘tent’.

PRODUCT OVERLAP:  It has always been our policy to limit the amount of product overlap 
between vendors.  We want to increase everyone’s chances of making money, and ensure a variety 
of products in our Marketplace. This said, there will always be an overlap of types of product (ie: 
more than one costume vendor or jewelry vendor…). We jury to make sure each vendor has a 
unique product, and that there is a variety that can appeal to all of our patrons.  Based on previous 
years experience and public response, we will determine the amount of product overlap that best 
suits everyone.

HISTORICAL ACCURACY: The Festival is historically inspired, not necessarily historically 
accurate. Vendors are asked to please make every effort to blend in by wearing period-appropriate 
dress and avoiding tent materials that have an obviously modern look.

CAMPING AND RV SPOTS:  Thunderbird Show Park does not have a camping facility, but does 
have RV Hookups.  Vendors are not permitted to camp on site, but for a fee, can remain on site in an 
RV.  RV must remain parked at the indicated hookup for the duration of the Festival and Vendors 
will not be permitted into the village overnight. The village will be cleared out every evening by 
Security for safety and insurance. Vendors cannot stay with your vendors tent/space.  We ask that 
you do not use cast and volunteer Green Room or facilities as they do not have RV access.  One RV 
per hookup only.  Multiple RVs cannot use the same hookup.  Fee for RV hookups is $30 per day 
and will be paid separately to the Vendors Co-ordinator so that he may book the spaces from 
Thunderbird.  Deadline to book RV spaces is June 1, 2012.  Spaces are limited.  Showers and 
laundry are available on site and are coin-operated (loonies). Initial:_______
